	Revise route to avoid confrontation

	Slippery surface on Holies path where it ascends from gate
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk
	Remind at start of ascent

	Slippery surface and unsafe steps on steep descents from gate in dip to top of Coombe and viewpoint to Youth Hostel
	All walkers
	On no account should these two return routes be used
	Avoid taking these routes

	Muddy path through wood with protruding tree roots forming trip hazards
	All walkers
	Advise walkers to take care
	Be aware of likelihood

	Steep descent down chalk hill in woods with protruding flints and tree roots forming trip hazards
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk
	Remind at start of descent
