	Warn before start of walk
	Repeat before each walk, particularly after heavy rain

	Nettles on bridleway
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk, particularly those walkers in shorts
	Front leader to assess risk and push back nettles from path if necessary


Note: If the walk is undertaken in the reverse direction there is a steep incline up to Gatehampton Farm that could cause difficulties for those with a heart condition.
