	Repeat the warning before each walk.  There are 6 stiles on this walk

	Muddy path through wood
	All walkers
	Advise walkers to take care if likely
	Be aware of likelihood

	Livestock in Hazell and Jeffries field
	All walkers
	Ensure dogs on leads and walkers keep to footpath across field.
	Repeat warning – especially to dog owners.

	Narrow path along back of Gatehampton Farm to stile.  Barbed wire
	All walkers
	Warn walkers
	Contact SODC (again!) to see if path can be widened.

	Steep slope down from Gatehampton, often strewn with tree debris
	All Walkers
	Advise to take care and slow down on steep downhill/uphill
	Front walk leader to pass warnings back to the back leader, through the ranks of walkers of slippery leaves on tarmac road and also oncoming traffic.

	Steep slope up past Burntwood
	Unfit walkers
	Advise to climb slope at own pace
	Be aware of any walkers who are particularly unfit or recovering from injury or heart disease.

	Slippery chalk slope leading up pat burial ground and Burntwood
	All walkers
	Advise to take care.
	Avoid in rain.

	Rabbit holes
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk
	Front leader to point out location 

	Walking along road and lane without footpath
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk
	Front or back leader to warn if vehicles approach

	Possibility of shoot on certain days
	All walkers
	Refer to list of dates from landowner and avoid this route on shoot days
