	Repeat the warning before each walk

	Cattle on National Trust land
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk
	Revise route to avoid confrontation

	Slippery surface on Holies path where it ascends from gate
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk
	Remind at start of ascent

	Slippery surface and unsafe steps on steep descents from gate in dip to top of Coombe
	All walkers
	On no account should this escape return route be used
	Avoid taking this route

	Steep descent down grassy hill which can be slippy when wet / icy / dry.
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk
	Remind at start of descent.  Consider revising route (Tarmac Road).
