Approach route: Coombe to Viewpoint. Please see existing risk assessments for this portion of the route.

Risk-assessed portion of route:  Leaving the Viewpoint, walk up to the top of the ridge and turn left through gates to top of Tarmac Road. Turn right to further gate, bearing almost straight ahead through bushy area to stile; beyond this turn left then over a further stile then steeply downhill to the minor road at the bottom of the hill. Turn left along the road, then left again up the paved bridleway which eventually leads via a track to the foot of the Holies and A329.

	No clear line of sight through bushy area between Holies gate and first stile. Path is not always very obvious.
	Anyone who does not know the route well
	Leaders to make a point of indicating the best route and try to keep within sight as far as possible as they cross this area.
	Leading walker could stand on stile to make themselves more visible to others approaching round the bushes.

	Very steep downward slope with uneven surface in places, which long grass may conceal.
	All walkers
	Inform walkers of risk. Route best used in dry conditions though longer grass in summer assists grip even when wet.
	Route recommended for ‘A’ walkers only (this is also partly on account of its length).

	Part of bottom of slope outside mobile phone reception range
	Leaders communicating with eachother or in emergency.
	Be prepared to walk along road or back up hill to get signal
