	Warn before start of walk, front leader to walk on the right side of the road

	Stiles – may be slippery or unsafe

	Warn walkers at start of walk
	Repeat the warning before each walk

	Slippery surface on gravel track where it ascends from Elvendon Lane
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk
	Remind at start of ascent

	Overgrown brambles on footpath to Blackbird’s Bottom
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk and at half-way point.
	Avoid taking this route during summer months of June - August

	Muddy path through wood with protruding tree roots forming trip hazards.
	All walkers
	Advise walkers to take care.
	Be aware of likelihood

	Steep ascent up chalk hill with rabbit holes forming trip hazards
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk and at half-way point.
	Remind at start of ascent.


	Steep descent down grassy hill which can be slippy when wet / icy / dry.
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk and at half-way point.
	Remind at start of descent.
