	Front or back leader to ensure walkers are careful and warn when vehicle s approach

	Walking along road without footpath
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk, front leader to walk on the correct side of the road for the conditions.
	Front or back leader to ensure walkers are careful

	Stiles – may be slippery or unsafe
	All walkers
	Warn walkers at start of walk
	Repeat the warning before each walk

	Uneven towpath – Exposed Roots, narrow next to river
	All walkers
	Warn ahead of walk or chose alternative if walking with older, less fit individuals
	Keep updating risk assessment as footpath deteriorates

	Muddy path through wood
	All walkers
	Advise walkers to take care if likely
	Be aware of likelihood

	Rabbit holes beside track
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk
	Front leader to point out location 

	Possibility of shoot on certain days.
	All walkers
	Take advice from Beaters and Gamekeepers.
