	Hazard
	Who might be harmed?
	How is the risk controlled

	Crossing busy roads (High St., A329, A417).
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk, front leader to cross at right angles
	Front or back leader to ensure walkers are careful

	Walking along narrow footpaths adjacent to busy roads
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk
	Front or back leader to ensure walkers are careful

	Walking along roads without footpath
	All walkers
	Warn before start of walk, front leader to walk on the right side of the road
	Front or back leader to ensure walkers are careful and be aware that potholes may cause vehicles to need extra road width.

	Rutted muddy track between Rectory Road and Kiddington Cottage
	All walkers
	Warn walkers not to walk in large groups abreast but to concentrate on picking the safest ruts or verges.
	Front leader to pick a safe route and be prepared to switch from one rut to another.

	Blind corner on road at Westridge Green
	All walkers
	Warn walkers to use verge on opposite side if necessary.
	Front leader to wait in driveway on opposite side (with better line of sight) and warn walkers of vehicles.

	Trip hazards in College Wood (between Westridge Green and Southridge)
	All walkers
	Warn walkers of tree debris on path and uneven surface under thick layer of leaves
	Front leader to point out any particular hazards.

	Single-track road in Southridge with inadequate verges in places esp. on bends on hill to Stichens Green 
	All walkers
	Warn walkers to use verges or get as close to them as possible if a vehicle approaches, especially wide farm vehicles.
	Walk route anticlockwise so that this section is downhill in order to minimize time in the hazard.

	Icy road in  Southridge with inadequate verges to use as alternative and risk of vehicles not being fully under control on steep hill.
	All walkers
	Avoid this route in icy or snowy weather.
	Leaders to be aware that Rectory Road can also be icy and shorter alternative routes can also be very slippery.

	Navigation between Westridge Green and Stichens Green
	Walkers unfamiliar with the route
	Leaders to take particular care to explain this route, parts of which are not on any other regular route.
	Front leader to be prepared to wait for walkers to catch up and keep in line of sight.
